Public Participation

Police report


PC Sheer had forwarded the following report:


Since the last meeting there had been 28 calls to the police (32 in the same period last year) and 7 crimes recorded (9). The recorded crimes were non-crime domestic (3), burglaries at Wheal Jewell and Balcoath (2), theft from a vehicle at Wheal Jewell and common assault and battery in an incident on Brickworks Hill.  She said that a further off-road motorbike operation had been conducted and that such operations will continue for the foreseeable future. She also said that calls relating to road traffic accidents and anti-social behaviour had increased slightly but that both of these increases were predictable, given the recent snowfalls.

District and County Councillors’ reports

Cllr Kaczmarek had forwarded a report which related to matters listed in the minutes below.

Cllr Thomas gave the following report:

· Boundary Review. He had collected many signatures on a petition in favour of establishing a 2-member ward for the 5 mining villages parishes. A large number of the signatures had come from residents of St Day. He had forwarded these to the Boundary Review.

· Unitary Authority. He gave details of the western area interim planning committee which is to be a joint Kerrier/Penwith committee

· Planning. KDC is looking further into planning application PA08/2032/LU - McEvoy

6. Confirmation of the Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 12th January, 2009

RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

7. Confirmation of the Minutes of the planning meeting held on Monday 02nd February, 2009

RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

8. Matters arising

a. Town regeneration

Mineral Tramways, village stones. The Clerk said that KDC Enforcement has been made aware that the stone on Church Hill is in contravention of a planning permission which forbids anything above 1m high being erected on the verge. KDC Enforcement, although agreeing that the stone is not an obstruction, has asked for the stone to be removed. KDC Planners, however, have indicated that an application to leave the stone in situ will be looked at sympathetically. The Clerk has checked with the landowner, Mr G Stewart, who has agreed to allow the stone to remain. Mr Stewart has, however, said that he would like to have the agreement dealt with by his solicitor and that he will expect the Parish Council to pay for this. The Clerk has asked for an indication of costs.

RESOLVED to wait for a reply from Mr Stewart and, in the meantime, to check to see if CCC is prepared to reposition the stone.

Mineral Tramways, Vogue Shute. Cllr Newcombe said that the grass has been removed from the bottom of the Shute but that no cobbles have been revealed. He has asked other people and everyone has agreed that there were originally cobbles there.

RESOLVED that Cllr Thomas will follow up at KDC.

St Day Old Church. A reply from Andrew Richards, KDC Conservation Officer, indicated that the Redundant Churches Uses Committee will be applying for Listed Building Consent to remove the upper windows of the Old Church on health & safety reasons. As a purchaser is currently being sought, the windows will not be replaced at the moment.


 Cllr Baldry said that the next meeting about the Old Church will be held on 11th February..

Town Clock, old movement. Cllr Kaczmarek has provided contact details for the repairer.

RESOLVED that the Clerk should contact the repairer with a view to arranging a visit on a Monday evening in April.

Town Clock, new movement. The problems of water running inside the building have been reported to KDC but no reply has yet been received.

RESOLVED to write again.

Telegraph Hill, new development. Cllr Nankivell expressed concern that the front hedge of the properties is being built of different coloured stone.

RESOLVED to refer to KDC planners.

b. Footpaths

Footpath Review. There has still been no reply from CCC.

RESOLVED to discuss this matter further when the new Unitary Authority is in place.

Parish Paths Improvement Plan. Cllr Newcombe has met Glyn Ebdale, CCC, and has told him that the improvement works have not been carried out properly. He has promised that the paths will be checked again.

RESOLVED to ask CCC for details of the proposed new works.

Footpath 9, Bunts Lane. The field hedge on the left going down the lane is falling in parts.

RESOLVED to contact the field owners.

c. Public transport & bus shelters

Cllr Ross said that he has spoken to R Hollis of the Transport Commission and he has agreed to write to First to remind them of their contractual responsibilities. He has received a few verbal complaints from the public about bus punctuality and he is to contact First again about a timetable at Vogue.

Key Quality Corridor. The Clerk read out a second letter from CCC which asked the Parish Council to agree to take over the two new shelters at Raby’s Row, Scorrier.

RESOLVED to ask them to produce figures showing the numbers of people who use the stop at Raby’s Row compared to the Fox & Hounds.

d. Skateboard park

The Clerk read out a letter from the Youth & Sports Association’s solicitors which said that their costs have now risen from £600 + VAT to £780 + VAT. There is no guarantee that this will not rise again.

RESOLVED that Cllr Nankivell will look into the matter.

e. Parish plan

The Clerk said that CRCC has now closed the file on St Day and is happy with the work done on the Parish Plan. He then gave the following report:

	Cllr Newcombe and the Clerk have met Nigel Lodey of Western Power. He has agreed that some poles and cables will have to be replaced and thought that the cables in Fore St could be reduced to one cable along one side. He also thought that the cables in Scorrier St could possibly be put underground, although this would present some difficulties.

RESOLVED to refer to Glyn Williams, CCC, to see if there is funding for this.

f. Unitary Authority

Boundary Review Meeting. A meeting has taken place with Malcolm Brown, OneCornwall, and local councils had the opportunity to express their feelings about the ward boundaries.

g. KDC Community Grant Scheme

Cllr Bray said that she has now received the promised funding for the Mining Villages Festival although the cheque had originally been made out to the wrong organisation. Much of the funding will be used to build a website to promote the Festival.

h. Wheal Jewell play area, tree planting.

The Clerk said that there are 55 possible sources of funding but that a clear design will be needed before an application can be submitted.

RESOLVED to contact Nola O’Donald, KDC, to produce a design.

Cllr Thomas said that he will organise a litter pick in the verge around the play area and will have the verge cut back.

Meeting reports.


Mineral Tramways. Cllr. Newcombe said that it had been revealed at a recent meeting that the project has overspent by £140k. There has been gross overspending in Portreath and Illogan and underspends in several parishes, including St Day.


MVRG. The Mining Villages dvds have been viewed at a recent meeting, except for Carharrack. Carharrack and Gwennap are satisfied with their dvds but the other parishes are not. The other parishes are to provide a script and suggested improvements at the next MVRG meeting in March. Cllrs Baldry and Newcombe have circulated their suggestions for the St Day dvd.


RESOLVED to accept these and that Cllr. Nankivell should try to obtain footage of St Day Feast for inclusion in the dvd.


Cllr Newcombe said that Mr A Trevethick has agreed to sing the St Day Carol for the end of the dvd and asked that anyone who has suitable still pictures to match the script should forward them to the Clerk.
