Declarations of Personal and Prejudicial Interests relating to items on the agenda and the details thereof


Cllr Newcombe declared an interest in item 10, planning applications PA09/00338/F and PA09/00339/LBC, and took no part in the discussion or decision on these two items.

Public Participation 

It was reported that the refuse lorry had today been unable to get down Barracks Lane owing to inconsiderate parking in Scorrier Street. This had resulted in many uncollected bags being broken into by animals.

Police report


PC Sheer had submitted the following report:


Since the last meeting there had been 27 calls to the police (32 in the same period last year) and 9 crimes recorded (10). The recorded crimes were for assault (2), affray, fraud, criminal damage, burglary, communications act, theft from a vehicle and taking a vehicle without consent.

13 of the 27 calls to the police had been concerning the Wheal Jewell travellers’ site and efforts are being made to resolve current issues on the site.

Reports have also been received concerning anti social behaviour in the old church and the school grounds. Parents are requested to remind their children of the need to respect other people’s property.

The report further stated that PC Sheer will be on leave until mid July and that any enquiries should go to PCSOs Karen Morley and Zoe Smith on 01209 202324.

PC Sheer has planned the operation for St Day Feast.

5. Election of representative to the Community Network Panel for the year 2009/10.

RESOLVED that Cllr Ross be elected and that Cllr Bray should deputise for him when he is unavailable.

6. Cornwall Councillor’s report

Cllr Kaczmarek was congratulated on his recent election to Cornwall Council as member for the St Day and Lanner ward. He then gave the following report:

· He thanked the public of St Day and Lanner for electing him and said that he thought a hung council will work better for Cornwall

· Police. He pointed out that PC Sheer’s leave is because she is getting married and she will be PC Pennaluna when she returns.

· Wheal Jewell travellers’ site. A recent incident when shots had been reported had been attended by many officers. This had been the correct response given the seriousness of the report. No firearm had been recovered although one man had been arrested and later released. It has now been revealed that a number of people are living on the site without permission, in spite of assurances from Cornwall Council that this will not happen. Cllr Kaczmarek is looking into this and intends to push for a permanent site warden.

· Landfill site. Recent easterly winds have caused very unpleasant smells in local villages and he is also concerned about the smell coming from some of the lorries going to the site. He believes the Environment Agency may prosecute SITA.

· Fly tipping. He has asked for numerous instances of fly tipping to be cleared and asked whether the PC would consider asking for the lay by at Greenbank to be removed as this attracts fly tipping.

· Fencing, School Hill. The damaged fencing has been reported and will be replaced.

· Killifreth. CC is monitoring the dip in the road.

· Chyrose Rd. CC has repaired a dip in the road.

· One-stop shop, Redruth. Premises have been acquired opposite Redruth station.

7. Confirmation of the Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 11th May, 2009

RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

8. Matters arising

a. Town regeneration

Mineral Tramways, Vogue Shute. No reply has been received from CC.

St Day Old Church. Cllr Baldry was not present to give a report.

Town Clock building. Dave Morgan, CC, has reported that he has inspected the building and feels that better ventilation will solve the water problem but has at the moment no idea how to achieve this. He has also said that he currently has no budget for repairs so any work will have to wait until CC sorts this out.

Benches. The new bench has been delivered and Dave Morgan has put in the order for the old bench to be removed and the new one put in its place.

Buckingham Terrace. Cllr Newcombe said that the flower beds in the public garden are in need of work.

RESOLVED to ask for the beds to be dug over and tidied up and for some plants to be put in in the autumn.

b. Footpaths

Footpath around the Star Inn to Pink Moors. Cllr Kaczmarek had nothing to report on this matter.

Footpath 10. CC has reported that the path has been inspected and the owner of the property with the loose wall has been spoken to. He has tidied up the fallen stones and has agreed to keep an eye on this in future.

Cllr Bray said that there were concerns at a recent ASDG meeting about the public doing work on footpaths and those present wanted to know who enforces the law that landowners should cut the hedges on the sides of footpaths.

RESOLVED to ask for clarification on this matter from CC.

c. Public transport & bus shelters

This item had been dealt with in the public discussion which took place before the meeting started. Concerns were expressed about the timing of the 40 and 47 services, the breaking up of the 47 service so that it does not continue to Redruth Tesco, the poor reliability of the services in general and the fact that there is no suitable bus to get pupils from St Day to Richard Lander School on time.

Simon Newport and Mel Williams of Fisrt and Karen Nancarrow of CC undertook to look at these matters to see if the current services can be adjusted to solve the above problems.

Cllr Ross agreed to forward to First and CC any complaint sheets which he receives.

d. Skateboard park

The Clerk said that he has received no further news on the purchase of the site.

He also said that the annual inspection has been carried out and that the site has passed although a number of low risk problems were raised.

RESOLVED to get tenders for the work detailed in the report.

e. Parish plan

f. Unitary Authority

The second preliminary Parish and Town meeting is to be held on 14 July at 19.00 – venue yet to be decided.

RESOLVED that Cllr Ross will attend if possible, with Cllr Bray to deputise if necessary.

g. Wheal Jewell play area, tree planting

The Clerk said that, in spite of several reminders, he has still received no replies to his request for help with a tree planting scheme from CC.

RESOLVED that Cllr Kaczmarek will follow this up.

The Clerk said that the following suggestions for spending the 106 funds on open spaces had been received:

· Provide benches on the Vogue playing field

· Provide a children’s playground on the Vogue playing field

· Provide allotments

· Provide benches on the Tolgullow playing field

· Provide a keep fit path

Cllr Bray said that this had been discussed at an ASDG meeting and that those present had felt that youngsters and the over 60s are well catered for in St Day and that something should be done for those in the middle age group. ASDG wanted to have a stall at the St Day Feast Street Fair and wanted the Parish Council’s approval to ask for suggestions at the stall.

RESOLVED to agree to this and to discuss further at the next meeting.

h. Community Environmental Action Plan

Demelza Stevenson had sent her apologies as she is away on holiday. This item will be dealt with at the July meeting.

i. CC – hedge and gully maintenance

Cllr Bray said that she is concerned about the state of some of the road gullies in the parish. The Clerk said that he had been contacted by Mr D Squires of Busveal who had been very concerned at the way Cormac workers had carried out similar work at Busveal. He had also failed to get satisfactory answers from CC. The Clerk had contacted Andy Bartle, CC, and he had assured him that the Parish Council will be notified of any future maintenance work in the parish so that it can be supervised.

RESOLVED that Cllr. Kaczmarek will ask Andy Bartle to walk around St Day with him and P Cllrs to look at the problems.

· The police are to work with class 4 on a poster competition to combat vandalism and anti social behaviour and she passed on a request that the Parish Council should sponsor the prizes.
