RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Cllr B Ross & PC C Penaluna.

  3.       
Public Participation 

Two members of the public spoke about the problems caused by the development at the bottom of Brickworks Hill, owned by Mr E Stone, and was particularly concerned about the lack of action taken by the Enforcement Team over the years. This was reinforced by members of the Parish Council who had first raised the problem in January 1998. Photographs were supplied showing the problems with parking, the current use of the lower field and the carport for historic vehicles. Concerns were also expressed about the rat infestation on the site and about the potential leakage of oil, battery acids etc., into the ground and nearby watercourse. Empty gas cylinders had also been observed lying around the site.

Sue Walters (CC) agreed to organise a meeting with the police, CC and the Parish Council to try to solve the problems of parking and Peter Blackshaw (CC) also stated that Mr Stone has until 20th July, 09 to comply with an enforcement notice on the lower field and an enforcement notice on the top field comes into force on 01st December, 09.

Both officers gave assurances that the case would be very carefully looked into and that they were aware of the problems on the site. They also gave assurances to keep the Parish Council regularly updated on developments in this and other enforcements cases in the parish.

Cllr Newcombe asked the officers if anything could be done to remove the rusting van from the front of the Old Chapel in Scorrier St and they agreed to inspect this with Cllr Kaczmarek.

One member of the public spoke against the planning application for Prasygow Stables to be discussed under item 10 below. She said that the building had never been occupied but is concerned that the owners intend to move in.

Police report


PC Penaluna (previously Sheer) had submitted the following report:


Since the last meeting there had been 35 calls to the police (15 in the same period last year) and 8 crimes recorded (12). The recorded crimes were for assault, criminal damage, burglary, theft of a vehicle, non crime domestic, dog attack, drunk & disorderly and taking a vehicle without consent.

PCSO Zoe Smith has returned to Camborne and has been replaced by PCSO Paul Ferris.

St Day Feast was a huge success and police were only called to one incident of disorder

5. Cornwall Councillor’s report

Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:

· He was pleased with the success of St Day Feast and commented that vehicles magically disappear from the streets during Feast!

· He is the Housing Portfolio Holder on Cornwall Council and a member of the Cabinet. He is keen to support local community housing trusts and wants to look at ways of bringing empty houses back into use.

· There are no Liberal Democrat members in the Cabinet as they wanted to be in opposition. The Cabinet is made up of 6 Conservative Councillors and 4 Independent. They are working together but there is no alliance.

· The CC newspaper is to be axed with an annual saving of around £250k. Inserts will go in the locals press instead, as required.

· A notice to move within 28 days was served on 07th July on the caravan parked in Church St.

· One resident has been evicted from the Wheal Jewell Travellers’ site for firearm offences.

8. Matters arising

a. Town regeneration

Mineral Tramways, Vogue Shute. The cobbles which have been unearthed are small and are deeper than the proper cobbles.

RESOLVED to inform CC that we would like cobbles of the right size to be reinstated.

St Day Old Church. Cllr Baldry said that the Old Church may be acquired by CC by lease or by purchase. Purchase is the preferred option. Cllr Bray said that she and Lesley Trotter had had a profitable meeting with officers of CC.

Buckingham Terrace gardens. Alan Trevethick has agreed to organise new plants for the gardens in the autumn

Benches. The new bench has been installed in the playing field and payment received. A memorial plaque for it is now being organised.

b. Footpaths

CC had confirmed that they, and the Parish Council as agents, are only responsible for trimming the surface of footpaths. Growth from the sides is the responsibility of the landowner.

The question was raised about the new footpath on the Telegraph Hill development and who is responsible for trimming the adjacent hedge.

RESOLVED to refer this matter to Ocean Housing.

c. Public transport & bus shelters

Cllr Ross was not available to give a report.

d. Skateboard park

The Clerk had received a quotation of £700 for maintenance work on the skatepark.

RESOLVED to accept this and proceed.

He also said that the Youth & Sports Association had had to provide information about former trustees before the contract of sale for the land could be drawn up. This was now being done.

e. Parish plan

A draft copy of the leaflet was circulated and approved

RESOLVED to agree to a printing charge of £315 for 1,000 copies and to sell them at £1 each.

Cllr Bray then provided details of the walks taking place during the Mining Villages festival.

f. Unitary Authority

The next meeting in the lead up to the Community Network Panel meetings is to be held at 6.00 pm on Tuesday 14th July in Redruth Council Offices. Cllr Bray will attend.

g. Wheal Jewell play area, tree planting

CC is still prepared to work on this but say that it will be mid-August before they can start. It was suggested by Cllr Dyer that willow trees may be the most suitable

h. 106 funds

Details of project suggestions from the general public were read out, several of which do not meet the criteria for 106 funds. The provision of a teenager/adult fitness track at Wheal Jewell was discussed.

RESOLVED to ask Truro City Council why its track at Boscawen Park was removed.

i. Community Environmental Action Plan

Demelza Sleeman spoke to the meeting and explained that she works in renewable energy and would like to form a group in St Day to try to make people aware of the effect they can have. She asked for the support and backing of the Parish Council for this.

RESOLVED to agree to give support.

Suggestions were made that she should consult the Teyluva Children’s Centre and should contribute an article for the Parish Newsletter and attend the ASDG meeting on 21st July.

j. CC – hedge and gully maintenance

Cllr Kaczmarek had left the meeting so no report was available.

k. Cornwall Association of Local Councils

The Clerk had circulated correspondence on this matter and Cllr Bray gave a report on the recent CALC meeting she had attended. She said that there are still concerns that CALC is focussing most of its attention on the few Quality Councils in Cornwall.

RESOLVED to stay in CALC for the time being but to monitor the situation. RESOLVED also to inform Sarah Mason (Executive Officer, CALC) of this decision and to offer her the opportunity to come to a meeting to explain CALC’s position.

Cllr. Belert said that the Headteacher of St Day & Carharrack Community School had not got back to her on this subject. She would follow this up.
