1. Apologies and Chairman’s remarks.

RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Cllrs V Baldry and G Nankivell and J Thomas.

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and explained its purpose.

2. Confirmation of the Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Monday 14 April, 2008.


RESOLVED that the Minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

3. Report by the Chairman on the activities of the Parish Council during the year 2008/09.

The Chairman gave the following report:

· The Parish Council continues to finance street cleaning, opening of the WCs, grass cutting in the churchyard and burial ground, trimming of footpaths and the St Day in Bloom contest. It also makes contributions to various groups which benefit the parish.

· He thanked those people who organise the quarterly newsletter, the drop-in club and litter picking.

· Winning the Calor Village of the Year for Cornwall award was the year’s biggest achievement and he thanked those who had supported this.

· He thanked the organisers of the Mining Villages Festival which was led from St Day.

· The Parish Plan has been completed and work has started on the proposals.

· 7 bungalows for old people have been completed at Mills Gardens.

· A bus shelter has been installed by the Parish Council at Vogue and two further shelters by the County Council at Scorrier. These are not at the sites suggested by the Parish Council.

· The Mineral Tramways Village Enhancement scheme has finished but the village stones still require work and the work on Vogue Shute has not been done.

· The Parish Council objected strongly to the proposed Waste Transfer and Recycling Station at Scorrier. The application has now been withdrawn but there may be further applications. The Parish Council, with other local councils, turned down the offer of a share in £1m to extend the life of the United Mines landfill site beyond October 2010.

· The County Council footpath review has been dropped and the new parish paths improvement programme has had little effect. It could well be that some future work will have to be part funded by the Parish Council or undertaken by volunteers.

· Planning applications dropped last year from 38 to 29 and 19 approvals were granted by KDC compared with 31 the previous year. Several applications were withdrawn.

· The Co-op shop in Fore St closed in November but it seems that a Londis store is soon to open at the site. He was thankful that the St Day General Stores had expanded to fill the gap created.

· The future of the Old Church is in doubt but a local group is looking to take it over.

· The pavilion in the playing field has been taken down as no one wished to take on the responsibility of looking after it.

· The Parish Council is represented at the Mining Villages Regeneration Group, Mineral Tramways, Action St Day Group and SITA liaison meetings. It is also represented on the governing body of St Day & Carharrack Community School.

· He thanked District & County Cllrs for their support over the year and also thanked his fellow Parish Cllrs and the Clerk.

4.
Report by District and County Councillors on activities during the year 2008/09.


Cllr. Kaczmarek made the following points in his report:

· Waste Transfer Station at Scorrier – this has involved a great deal of work but the application has now been withdrawn. He is unsure of what the next step will be.

· Members’ budget. Through this he had contributed to the pavements by the Star Inn, Vogue, the traffic calming in Vicarage Hill, the improvements at Telegraph Hill, including the provision of the mine wagon, the drop-in centre, Sunny Days Nursery and Carharrack & St Day Silver Band.

· He has serious concerns about the new Cornwall Council and is unhappy that the ward arrangement until 2013 at least separates St Day & Carharrack.

· Allotments. There has been a very high demand and some preparations have gone ahead. Arsenic levels in the soil have been found to be approximately 300x higher than permitted. He is hopeful that a solution can be found.

· Mineral Tramways. The scheme had some funding problems but much good came from it, including the Mining Villages Festival.

· The Smoking Chimneys event was spectacular.

5.
Report by the Clerk on the details of the audit for the financial year 2007/08.


The Clerk reported that the accounts had been inspected and signed off by the District Audit with no items brought forward for the Council’s consideration. 

6.
Statement of accounts for the financial year 2008/09.


The Clerk read out an analysis of accounts showing a balance of £17,032.96.

RESOLVED to accept the statement of accounts.

7.
Presentation by Stuart Wallace, Cornwall Council, on 106 funds.

Mr Wallace explained that 106 funds are charged when developments above a certain size are approved and these developments create a demand for open space facilities.

Since 2001 three such developments had occurred in St Day:

Devon & Cornwall Housing at Springfield Way - £11,698. This sum had been put towards the play equipment at Wheal Jewell.

W J Mills (Cottages) Trust at Mills Gardens - £5,500. It is envisaged that this sum will go towards playing field improvements at Trenant although this is only at the proposal stage at the moment.

Ocean Housing a Telegraph Hill - £14,250 (further interest may be added to this). This sum is at present unallocated and he encouraged the Parish Council to put forward ideas.

Projects should involve off-site play equipment, open spaces or other recreational use. Schools do not generally qualify unless they have a public open space facility. Allotments could qualify. Mr Wallace assured the meeting that the funds have been earmarked and will not get lost in the new Cornwall Council coffers.

It was suggested that the funds should be paid to the Parish Council so that it could then decide how to spend them. Mr Wallace said that this had only been done when the District/CornwallCouncil did not own any playing facilities in the parish. This was not the case in St Day.

Dave Morgan of Cornwall Council had asked what should happen with the base of the former pavilion in the playing field. It was suggested that this should be levelled off and the area could then be used for public seating.
