Public Participation 
Brickworks Hill. Two members of the public raised the problem of enforcement on the site at the bottom of the hill and the Clerk agreed to write to CC Enforcement to clarify the issue.

Police report


No report was submitted.

RESOLVED to write to PC Church to ask why no report had been submitted and why he had not attended the meeting, also to ask him to continue to be vigilant on the site at the bottom of Brickworks Hill where cars are often parked without tax and in an unroadworthy condition.

The Clerk reported that PC Penaluna will be in Camborne for at least another 3 months.

5. Cornwall Councillor’s report

Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:

· St Day & Carharrack Community School. He has asked Andy Bartle to price the installation of paving on School Hill. This will be paid for from his members’ budget.

A resident was chased into the Childrens’ Centre recently after asking a parent not to park outside her drive. The police attended and made an arrest.

In general the residents of School Hill say that the increased police presence has improved the parking situation.

‘Walking Bus’ and ‘Park and Stride’ schemes are being looked into to encourage more parents to walk their children to school.

· Litter. St Day Road has been cleared after many complaints from the Clerk. The problem is that it needs clearing regularly. The B3298 also desperately needs to be cleaned and he will push for this although it is a more difficult and dangerous road to clean. The Clerk told him that Tom Marks (CC) had told him that this road cannot be cleaned due to health and safety regulations.

· Cllr Kaczmarek thanked Cllr Newcombe for representing the Parish Council at his father’s recent funeral.

· Cornish Evening. He and other residents of St Day and Carharrack had raised over £1k for charity at a recent event at the Penventon Hotel in Redruth.

· Empty homes. CC is looking at using compulsory purchase powers on some properties and also providing grants of up to £15k for others to try to bring properties back into use.

6. Confirmation of the Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 08th March, 2010
RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.
7. Matters arising

a. Town regeneration

War Memorial gates. The Clerk was instructed to push for these to be repainted as soon as possible.

Tolgullow sign. There are concerns about the positioning of the new sign and it was pointed out that there had been no alternative.

St Day Community Centre. The Clerk reported that he has been told that permission has been granted for two parking spaces.

Hedge at Telegraph Hill. The hedge on the Carharrack side of the junction is again in danger of falling in several places. Cllr. Kaczmarek said that he has never been happy with the hedge and that he has complained to Arthur Hooper (CC) about it. It may be that the hedge has to be rebuilt.

St Day stones. The stones at Tolgullow and Tresaddern Hill are dirty and Cllrs Newcombe and Bray agreed to clean them.

Pound Crossroads. Cllr B Ross said that visibility is poor from Tolcarne Road when looking towards Carharrack.

RESOLVED to inform Carharrack PC.

b. Footpaths

Footpath 8.  The Clerk said that it seems that the fallen tree has not been removed.

RESOLVED that Cllr G Ross will inspect.

Footpath 9. The hedge has not been repaired and the Clerk agreed to chase this up.

c. Public transport & bus shelters

Cllr Ross said that wef 12 April the 47 service now stops at Alma Place, Redruth and does not continue to the Tesco store. The timings remain the same. The 40 service schedule has changed on Saturdays and the service, on Saturdays only, now terminates at Threemilestone

d. Skateboard park

It was reported that the Transfer Document has now been signed by the Chairman and Clerk and that the land should shortly be owned by the Parish Council.

e. Wheal Jewell play area, tree planting and outdoor gym equipment.

The trees have now been planted and it was felt that the fence has to stay in place around them to stop rabbits gaining access and damaging the trees. The Clerk said that installation of the equipment has been delayed as a few items were slightly damaged in transit. He had no indication of when this will now take place.

Plans for an opening ceremony were discussed and the possibility of asking the High Sheriff of Cornwall, Mr James Williams of Tolgullow House, to perform the ceremony was put forward, as was the idea of asking local groups/sports clubs to take part in a competition on the equipment. It was also agreed that an opening during St Day Feast Week would be preferred.

RESOLVED to ask CC if the equipment is likely to be installed by then.
