Public Participation 
Cllr. C Knuckey of Mawgan Parish Council spoke about recent developments in Mawgan with Coastline Housing. He said that residents in Coastline properties had been hit with a large bill for a new sewage treatment plant and a 725% increase in the service charge. He had taken on the task of informing other parishes in case their residents received similar treatment. Cllr Kaczmarek asked him to put the details in writing to him and he agreed to seek a meeting with Coastline and the residents.

Police report


PC Church submitted the following report:

Since the last meeting there had been 26 calls to the police (28 in the same period last year) and 11 crimes recorded (13). The recorded crimes were for burglary (4), criminal damage (4), wounding, possession of an offensive weapon, attempted robbery and vehicle taking.

He said that one offender has been charged with half of the above crimes and that action is being taken against him and his associates

Cllr Bray expressed concerns about one of the residents of Amber House, Fore St. She said that his presence is encouraging other youngsters to gather in various locations around St Day in the evenings and cause problems. The police have been informed but have been slow to take action and there are concerns that younger children are being influenced.

Cllr Kaczmarek asked Cllr Bray to put her concerns in writing to him and he would then take up the problem with Julian Commons, CC Anti-social behaviour officer. Cllr Bray also agreed to find the owner’s name and address so that the Clerk can write to him to express the Parish Council’s concern.

14. Cornwall Councillor’s report

Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:

· Public behaviour. There have been some incidents in St Day recently, particularly one where a 10 year old boy was threatened with a knife. The offender had been arrested and taken to Longreach but had then been released. It is believed that he is now back in St Day and the police are keeping a close eye on the situation.

· Wheal Jewell site. CC may be evicting a problem family shortly.

· Geothermal project. A noise demonstration had recently been held but it had been unconvincing.

· United Downs landfill site. CC is keen to get the landfill site closed but will be putting in a planning application to extend the life of the civic amenity site. A large sign is to be erected to show that the site will close on 31 October. Work will then continue on landscaping and profiling the site.

· Policing. He has asked for a greater police presence in the mining villages due to the ongoing problems at the Wheal Jewell site.

· Hedge, Telegraph Hill crossroads. An engineer has looked at the hedge and it is going to need a total rebuild.

· St Day W.I. He will be giving a talk to St Day W.I. on 12 May.

Matters arising

a. Town regeneration


War memorial gates. The Clerk said that these will be painted before the end of May.


Pound Crossroads. The Clerk to Carharrack PC had said that he doesn’t see that there is a visibility problem at the crossroads.

b. Footpaths


Footpath 8. Cllr G Ross reported that the tree is still down across the path.


RESOLVED to refer to CC.


Footpath 9. The hedge has not been repaired but it is not causing problems along the path.


Footway, Pound Crossroads to School Hill. Barriers have been erected along this path and Cllrs Newcombe and Dyer referred the matter to the Clerk who discovered that they had been requested by Carharrack PC, even though the path is in St Day Parish. Cllr Newcombe contacted the Chair of Carharrack PC about this and she admitted that this should not have happened. The Clerk contacted the Clerk to Carharrack PC but no apology was forthcoming. Andy Bartle, CC has agreed to remove the barriers if the Parish Council requests this. Cllr Dyer said that the barriers are wide enough to allow double buggies through but that the larger buggies owned by the Nursery cannot get through.


RESOLVED not to request removal of the barriers but to ask CC to make sure that the tarmac at the Pound end of the path is at least 1m wide.


Local maintenance partnership. RESOLVED to sign the agreement for 2010/11.
c. Public transport & bus shelters

Cllr B Ross reported that several complaints had been received and forwarded to CC. Many complaints were also made at the meeting about the punctuality and reliability of the 47 and 40 services.

RESOLVED to write to CC and First to express these concerns and also to point out that passengers should be able to buy a through ticket to Truro, even when having to change buses in Threemilestone, and also to suggest that the village would be better served by having a request service.

d. Skateboard park


Letters have been received from Grylls and Paige, first of all suggesting that a conclusion was imminent and secondly that the vendors’ solicitor have now raised possible problems with the Charity Commission. These problems had been raised by Grylls and Paige 6 months ago but ignored by the vendors’ solicitor at that point.

e. Wheal Jewell play area

The Clerk presented proposals from CC which would allow for a concrete or compacted stone base to be put in under the agreed matting. He said that CC would try to install the outdoor gym by 14 June but that this could not be guaranteed.

RESOLVED to agree to the suggested scheme and to ask that a gate be put in adjacent to the equipment to allow easy access.

Cllr Newcombe said that no progress had been made on the 106 improvements at Trenant, in spite of assurances some months ago from Stuart Wallace, CC, that these were in hand.

RESOLVED to raise the matter with Stuart Wallace.

f. Community Network Panel

Cllr Bray said that the next meeting is to be on 20 May and that a new, improved plan of priorities has been circulated by Mark James, Network Manager. She also said that Illogan PC has prepared a number of ‘green’ projects and suggested that St Day PC should explore the possible benefits of the geothermal project.

Cllr Newcombe said that a questionnaire on the suggested network priorities has been put in the recent St Day Newsletter.
