5. Cornwall Councillor’s report

Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:

· Wheal Jewell Travellers’ Site. The police have been proactive in dealing with one particular family and this may result in an eviction from the site although this will involve a long legal process. Cllrs mentioned further instances of problems caused by the family in question.

· Vogue playing field. He had received a complaint that the dug out has been fenced off but was assured that this had been fenced off for some time as there had been problems with youngsters gathering in it.

· St Day & Carharrack Community School. The recent Park & Stride day had been well supported.

· SITA. The application for a household waste transfer station at Pool has been submitted.

· St Day WI. He had recently given a talk which, he felt, had gone well.

· Cornwall Council. Government cuts will inevitably lead to cuts at CC level but it is not yet clear where.

Karen Pritchard, CC Building Conservation Officer – Conservation Area Appraisal & Management Strategy


Ms Pritchard said that the Strategy for St Day had been officially adopted in April and that the whole of the churchyard is now included within the Conservation Area. She also provided a list of action points with the timescales for completion.

To begin this process she agreed to arrange a date to walk around the Conservation Area with Cllrs and it was also agreed that Cllr Kaczmarek and Phil Mason, CC, should be there.

Cllr Bray suggested that Parish Cllrs should also do this on a regular basis.

8.
Matters arising

a. Town regeneration



Town Clock. The Clerk had contacted CC to ask for a new bulb to be fitted to the exterior light. This had caused a problem at CC as it appears there is no budget for Town Clock maintenance and no one can therefore issue an order for the work to be done. Further developments are awaited.


Overhead cables. The Clerk said that he had contacted Western Power to see if the tidying up work they had promised for 2010 would still be going ahead. He had been told that it is planned for the end of the year and into 2011. Nigel Lodey, Western Power, had promised to contact him in early July with further details.


Parking, School Hill. Details were provided of a new scheme designed to alleviate the parking problems caused by parents dropping off children at the school. A letter was also read which voiced a resident’s concern that, if there are pavements on both sides of the road, residents of the bungalows will be unable to turn into their drives. Cllr Kaczmarek said that the pavement will be 1.4m wide and that the road will be 3.6m – this will allow room for cars to pull into drives. He also said that residents will be consulted by CC before any work is started


RESOLVED to inform the resident of this and also to express concerns about the proposals as there will not be sufficient room for cars to pass on School Hill. This could result in serious problems at the junction with Church St.


RESOLVED also to ask the tenants of the field between Wheal Jewell and School Hill to trim the hedge so that pupils can walk along the footway.

b. Footpaths


Footpath 8. The fallen tree has been reported to CC but no reply has been received.


Footpath 9. It was reported that the repair works carried out last year are not working and also that the hedge along the lane is in a poor state.


Footway, Pound Crossroads to School Hill. The Clerk read out a letter from Carharrack PC which regretted any inconvenience caused by asking for the barriers to be installed on the footway without consulting St Day PC. The Clerk admitted that the matter had been referred to several times in Carharrack PC minutes and that he had not picked this up but it was felt that the onus should be on Carharrack PC not to ask directly for work to be done in another parish and to address any future concerns about this footway directly to St Day PC.

c. Public transport & bus shelters

Cllr Ross was not present to give a report.

The Clerk read out a reply from First to the problems highlighted in a recent letter. First’s letter contained an assurance that a through ticket can be bought to Truro, even if a passenger has to change in Threemilestone.

Cllr Bray said that there had been many complaints about the bus services at a recent Community Network Group meeting

d. Skateboard park


The Clerk reported that the purchase has finally been completed and that the title information document is now awaited.


RESOLVED to seek quotations for installing a fence along the path to the skatepark

e. Wheal Jewell play area

The Clerk said that the positions for the new apparatus have been marked out and that work will be starting this week.

f. Community Network Panel

Cllrs Bray, Newcombe and Penny reported from the recent Community Network meeting and said that heritage tourism is likely to be the biggest future creator of employment in the area and that ways are being sought through which the villages can link in to this. A speaker from Visit Cornwall will be coming to the next CN meeting.
