3.       
Public Participation 

David Randle said that there had been a flurry of activity at Cassita on Brickworks Hill in recent weeks and that new parking space has been created in front of the bungalow, the driveway has also been opened up, giving easier access to the field behind. There has been an appeal against the enforcement notice and the site will be visited by the inspector in approximately 4 weeks. Mr Randle has asked the inspector to view the site from his property and he will also inform the Parish Council of the inspection date. He also said that cars are now being openly sold from the site and that flatbed trucks are being stored on land which is designated for agricultural purposes only.

Cllr Kaczmarek said that he is totally dissatisfied with the position and is again pushing for action on this case.

Police report


PCSO Paul Ferris gave the following report:


Since the last meeting there have been 35 police logs (33 in the same period last year) and 9 crimes reported (12). The crimes were non-crime domestic (2), criminal damage (2), non-crime vulnerable adult, theft, misuse of communications, disqualified driver and burglary. He stressed that many of the logs and recorded crimes had been for ‘non-crime’ issues.


PCSO Ferris said that he and PC Church continue to issue fines when they come across untaxed vehicles and are keeping a close eye on the situation at Brickworks Hill.

5. Cornwall Councillor’s report

Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:

· Wheal Jewell Travellers’ site. Much multi-agency work has gone on here and, at Cllr Kaczmarek’s insistence, notice has been served on one family. He stressed that the public should report any anti-social behaviour to the police or to him and that ASBOs have been served on some of the youngsters from the site. He is hopeful that an eviction notice will be served this week on one problem family and said that it has taken a long time to get to this stage but that it had to be done thoroughly.

· Hedge at Telegraph Hill. CC has now rebuilt the hedge, hopefully correctly.

· St Day WI. A grant of £500 has been awarded to the WI from his member budget.

· United Downs landfill site. A sign is to go up shortly warning of the closure in October 2010.

· Waste. The planning application for a waste transfer station at Pool has been submitted. He feels that there is local support for keeping the household waste centre at United Downs open.

RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.
7.
Matters arising

a. Town regeneration

School Hill. Details of the revised parking plan had been circulated and were  generally approved. Two amendments were suggested to the letter to parents.

RESOLVED to agree that the Parish Council coat of arms should go out on this letter and also to suggest that Carharrack PC should also be consulted.

St Day Town Clock. The Clerk reported that CC wishes to transfer ownership of the clock to the Parish Council.

RESOLVED to inform CC that the Parish Council will consider the offer but wishes clarification on the following points:

· A full structural condition report is needed

· A site plan is needed to show exactly what is on offer 

· Confirmation is needed to show that the covenant on the former children’s play area has been transferred to the Wheal Jewell site

· Will CC cover the cost of the legal fees?

· Are there any prior conditions on this area?

· What funds is CC prepared to put in place to ease the burden of future maintenance on the Parish Council?

· Are there any guarantees in place on work recently carried out?

· What are the costs of the annual clock inspection?

· What is the status of the war memorial? Is CC is receipt of any grants for its upkeep?

· Do any rights of way exist over the land?

RESOLVED also to put an article in the next parish newsletter on this subject.

Old Church. There was no further news on this matter.

b. Footpaths

Footpath 8. There as no further news on the clearance of the tree from this path.

RESOLVED to contact CC again.

It was also reported that footpaths 7 and 10 are in need of maintenance and the Clerk agreed to contact Richard Ward to arrange this.

c. Public transport & bus shelters

No public transport was available.

The Clerk read out a letter from First which said that they were not prepared to make the 40 and 47 services ‘hail and ride’ services. They did agree to inform their staff that through tickets to Truro can be bought in St Day, even when a change is needed in Threemilestone.

Connecting Cornwall 2030. The Clerk had circulated details of this consultation document and Cllr Newcombe said that he had looked at the webpage but had not found it to be of any use.

RESOLVED to ask CC how this will affect St Day.

d. Skateboard park

The Clerk said that the final documents for the transfer of the land had not yet been received.

He had received a new RoSPA report on the skatepark etc which now showed that all equipment conforms to the necessary standards.

He had also received a quotation of £1,475.80 from M Lawry for erecting a fence along the access path to the skatepark.

RESOLVED to obtain two further quotations.

e. Wheal Jewell play area

The Clerk gave a progress report on the installation of the fitness equipment:

· A site meeting had been held to address residents’ concerns

· Some installation problems had been encountered but these were being solved with the cooperation of the manufacturer

· Cornwall Wood Treatment Services have kindly agreed to donate two picnic benches to be installed on the site and CC are looking into the possibility of putting in a litter/dog bin

· 7 of the 10 items are now in

· a side gate will also be installed

A site meeting with officers of CC had also been held on the Tenant playing field to discuss how the 106 funds allocated to this area should best be spent. Confirmation has now been received that the funds of approximately £5.5k will be spent on levelling out the play area and that work will start in October this year.

f. Community Network Panel

Community Emergency Plan. There were serious concerns about the viability of such a plan.

RESOLVED to inform CC that the Parish Council is unable to find anyone who is willing to act as coordinator.

Active Partnering. Various possibilities were considered for adoption by the Parish Council but there were serious concerns about the funding from CC.

RESOLVED to inform CC that the Parish Council is willing to continue its existing commitments to take responsibility for the grass cutting in the closed section of the churchyard, the maintenance of public benches and organising the opening of the WCs to the public. All provided that the existing grants continue.

g. Governor, St Day & Carharrack Community School

The Clerk reported that Cllr Penny does not wish to put forward his name for this position.

h.
St Day Airgun Club


Cllrs. Bray, Dyer and G Ross reported on a recent visit to the club and said that they had been very impressed by the organisation and saw no problems. Youngsters from the Drop-in centre had also been invited to visit the club.
