Minutes of The Annual Parish Meeting held on Monday 12 April, 2010, at 7.00. pm in the Community Centre, St Day.

1. Apologies and Chairman’s remarks.

RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Cllr R Dyer and Cornwall Cllr M Kaczmarek.

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and explained its purpose.

2. Confirmation of the Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Monday 06 April, 2009.


RESOLVED that the Minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

3. Report by the Chairman on the activities of the Parish Council during the year 2009/10.

The Chairman gave the following report:

· The Parish Council continues to finance street cleaning, opening of the WCs, grass cutting in the churchyard and burial ground, trimming of footpaths and the St Day in Bloom contest. It also makes contributions to various groups which benefit the parish.

· The council lost its oldest and youngest members during the year. Cllrs were saddened by the death of Vernon Baldry who worked so hard for the parish, and we also lost the services of Naomi Belert, who served as a school governor. She moved away with her young family. He welcomed George Ross and Steve Penny to fill those vacancies.

· He thanked those people who organise the quarterly newsletter, the Pop-in club for young people and litter picking.

· He thanked Pippa Bray, Lesley Trotter and other organisers of the Mining Villages Festival which was led from St Day.

· The Lantern Parade was a success and the organisers have obtained £8,500 in grants for further events.

· A booklet of walks has been published.

· 2 benches have been donated and installed in the Playing Field in memory of parishioners

· The transfer deed for the skateboard park has at least been signed.

· The change to a Unitary authority has had little effect except that the Parish Council receives less correspondence and several officers we have worked with have retired or moved on.

· The much vaunted Community Area Network has at last got off the ground and the Mining Villages are working together in a sub group separate from the urban parishes.

· Thanks to the efforts of Sunny Days Nursery and funding via our Cornwall Councillor trees have been planted at Wheal Jewel Playing Field. Money from the 106 fund is to be used within the next few weeks to provide an Outdoor Gym at Wheal Jewel

· The former Co-op Shop in Fore St has now reopened.

· Work continues to implement the Parish Plan. The only other parish in the Network to have a plan is Carn Brea and several of the other eight are asking St Day Parish Council for advice on how to create a plan.

· The 19 Affordable Homes in Telegraph Hill have been completed but, as expected, there are problems with parking on the road which cannot be resolved.

· Brian Chapman has taken over the street cleaning contract.

· The council considered 29 planning applications, several applications were withdrawn and some resubmitted. 23 approvals were granted by CC.

· The Village Enhancement Scheme has finished.  The “St.Day” stones are now in position, but we still await the work on Vogue Shute.

· The future of the Old Church is again in doubt as it is not viable for a local group to take on the responsibility, however the diocese is paying the insurance to allow it to be open to the public for the summer.

· Cornwall Council is now looking at siting a Waste Transfer and Recycling Centre at Pool to replace the one at United Downs.

· The Heads of Planning and Enforcement attended a meeting, and were full of promises of co-operation and action, but to date with little effect. Most other parishes have complaints about enforcement.

· The Council has complained to Cornwall Council about the state of the roads, and although some work was done on Trefula Hill, the winter weather has created many more potholes.

· The Clerk complains on a frequent basis to get litter cleared from the road to Redruth, often caused by the recycling lorry losing some of its load of paper. Cornwall Council says that it is too dangerous to clean the road from Scorrier. Hopefully the situation may improve when United Downs closes.

· The Council continues to be represented at Mining Villages, Community Area Network, Mineral Tramways, Action St.Day, and SITA Liaison meetings.  At present we do not have a representative on the School governors.

· He thanked our Cornwall Councillor for his help over the past year, and also thanked fellow Councillors and Clerk for their support.
