Cornwall Councillor’s report.


Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:

· Education. The new academy status schools will require greater funding and this could have a knock-on effect on smaller, mainly primary, schools with St Day & Carharrack Community School being one of these. Efforts are being made at Cornwall Council to prevent any closures.
· Wheal Jewell play area. Following the recent act of vandalism when a piece of apparatus worth around £5,000 was damaged beyond repair, Julian German (CC Environment) has said that he is keen to have the item replaced and is corresponding with Paul Newing (CC) on the matter.

· Litter. The B3298 and the St Day – Redruth road have recently been cleared whilst surface patching works were being done.

· Trees. Some trees at Raby’s Row, Scorrier, are overhanging the pavement at head height and he will arrange for these to be trimmed. He also agreed to arrange for the ‘St Day’ sign at the Sandy Lane roundabout to be cleared of grass and for the tree next to the Church St bus shelter to be trimmed to allow buses to park close to the bus stop.

· Parking, Mills St. He has been asked by residents to arrange for the street to be residents’ parking only but has explained that this cannot be done. He has asked residents, however, to inform him when commercial vans are parked in the street overnight.

a. Town regeneration.

Town Clock. The Clerk said that there has been no further news on this matter.
Market Square, setts. Andy Bartle (CC) has agreed to repair the loose setts but has pointed out that the Square has not been adopted by CC. The Clerk explained the history to him and he will now try to resolve the situation.

Community Litter Pick. Community Assisted Projects have informed the Clerk that they will no longer help out with community litter picks as they did not receive satisfactory publicity in the local press following the last litter pick.

b. Footpaths.

Footpath 9. Following letters to 3 residents, asking them to tidy/repair the hedge and wall in the lane, one section of wall has been repaired and one resident has contacted the Clerk to say that there are no problems with her hedge. No reply has been received from the resident who owns the adjacent field with the large section of damaged hedge.
RESOLVED to write to him again and to offer a meeting on site to clarify what work needs to be done, pointing out that the lane is much used during St Day Feast and needs to be in a safe condition.
c.   Public transport & bus shelters.

Cllr. Ross agreed to look into the following matters:
· Timetables are needed at bus stops and also in the Post Office
· Western Greyhound appears not to allow wheelchair users on its buses without a companion to assist
The Clerk reported that the Richard Lander School bus has been stopping at the bus shelter at Vogue since 01 April.

The Clerk said that Paul Newing (CC) had responded very quickly when the damage was reported and had made the area safe for use.

Traffic and roads.

Barracks Lane. The Clerk reported no further news from Andy Bartle (CC).
Potholes. It was agreed that all repairs have now been carried out and that many, smaller, repairs on pavements have also been done.
Carew Road, kerbstones. It was pointed out that several kerbstones in Carew Road are crumbling.

RESOLVED to report to Andy Bartle (CC).
Buckingham Terrace, parking. The 3 parking bays at the top end of the gardens are now being overused and one resident has claimed to have been informed by Cllr Kaczmarek and a Parish Cllr. that the spaces were allocated to 3 specific properties, one being hers. Cllr Kaczmarek told the meeting that he has given no such assurance and it was also revealed that the Parish Cllr is from Illogan! Comments heard and read out during the public session were considered by Cllrs. when discussing this matter.
RESOLVED to write to the resident and point out that the 3 parking spaces are for general public use and have not been allocated to any properties in particular. Also to point out that it is every car driver’s responsibility to park considerately and that anyone using these spaces must make sure that there is sufficient room for 2 further cars.
Pink Moors, road closure. The Clerk reported that the road, from the junction at Vogue to Adair, will be closed from 23-26.05 for overhead cabling works
22.
Meeting reports.

SITA UK land restoration scheme meeting. The Clerk read out a report from Cllr Trotter which said that SITA will be submitting an application to revise the restoration contours at United Downs as there is insufficient material to achieve the original design. The new design would provide a new route for bridleway 31, making it longer and more varied. No objections to this were voiced at the meeting and Cllr Trotter had suggested that local school groups should be recruited to help with planting on the site.
CPIR Towns Network meeting. The Clerk read out the meeting’s submission on the Core Strategy consultation. These were that the Camborne/Pool/Illogan/Redruth Community Network Area supports a low target growth for the area and, secondly, that the emerging economies should lead and inform the plans for growth in the area but that the formal approach of option 3 is not supported. It recognised that the bulk of the growth will be in the existing towns but that village development needs to be flexible to allow for those villages which favour growth. Cllr Newcombe said that he had spoken in favour of allowing developments in those villages which have the necessary local services. He also said that the majority of the Cornwall Cllrs in CPIR had attended the meeting, unlike the Mining Villages Community Network meetings.
