	RESOLVED to accept the apology of Cllr R Dyer.

  2.       	Declarations of Personal and Prejudicial Interests relating to items on the agenda and the details thereof

  3.       	Public Participation Session 
	Cllr Nankivell said that he had been approached by a member of the public about the condition of the hedges at Pra-sy-gow stables, Ninnis and he also asked about the progress of the enforcement action at this property. The Clerk said that, as he had reported at a previous meeting, CC Enforcement is ready to move on this matter but is waiting for advice from CC Legal. He agreed to ask for details of further progress.

  4.	Planning
	The Clerk reported one (out of area) application for consideration

	The plans had been circulated and read by all members prior to the meeting.
	RESOLVED to make the following observations:
· Lighting – consideration should be given to installing a method of lighting which will have the minimum of effect on the environment and also on road and air traffic
· Access to the site from the Falmouth/Penryn direction should not be via St Day and Scorrier and the B3298
· Rail – in the long term plans should be encouraged which aim to make as much use of the adjacent railway system as possible
· Smells emanating from the site should be kept to a minimum by cleaning out all waste vehicles overnight

  5.	Neighbourhood plans
	There was considerable discussion on this subject and Cllr Trotter said that there are three basic questions to answer:
· Does the Parish Council wish to produce a plan?
· If so, should it be done just for the parish of St Day or in a cluster with other local parishes?
· When should it be done?
It was pointed out that, if the decision is made not to produce a plan, it is likely that a plan will then be forced on the parish.
RESOLVED to indicate to CC that St Day Parish Council is interested in producing a plan but that it will not be possible to confirm this by 31 October, 2011.
Cllr Nankivell expressed concerns about the costs involved in producing a plan as a figure of £17k for a small parish has been quoted by CC. He suggested that the plan should be done in a cluster of Mining Villages parishes. Cllr Trotter said that there is no guarantee that CC will provide any funding for the process, other than for a referendum, but that, if funding is forthcoming, it is likely to be for those parishes which are in at the start. She was also concerned about the amount of human resources needed to produce a plan and questioned whether these are available in the parish.
RESOLVED to contact Peter Whitehead at Planning Aid to ask him to talk to the Parish Council at a special meeting about the processes involved in formulating a plan.
RESOLVED to invite members of Carharrack and Gwennap Parish Councils to attend the meeting.
