  1.       	Apologies 
	RESOLVED to accept the apology of Cllr. P Bray, Cllr. M Kaczmarek (CC) and PCSO K Morley.

  2.       	Declarations of Personal and Prejudicial Interests relating to items on the agenda and the details thereof
	Cllr. G Nankivell, item 10 (PA11/07957 and Cllr R Dyer, item 14 (Sunny Days Nursery)

  3.       	Public Participation Session 
	Two members of the public attended the meeting to inform the Parish Council of the nuisance they and other people in the vicinity had suffered as a result of the quadbiking event which had taken place at Higher Tolcarne Farm on Sunday 25 September. Cllrs agreed to take these complaints into consideration when discussing the matter under item 9a.

  4.	Police report
	The police provided the following report:
	Between 11 October, 2011 and 14 November, 2011 there had been 23 calls to the police (24 in the same period last year) and 6 crimes recorded (8). The crimes were non-crime domestic (5) and burglary.
	The report said that only one crime therefore was actually recordable as a crime and this was very pleasing. It also urged residents to be vigilant over the Christmas/New Year period.

  5.	Cornwall Councillor’s report
	The Clerk provided the following report for Cllr Kaczmarek in his absence at a Cornwall Council Budget meeting:
· 	He has made arrangements for the ‘flag’ to be replaced on the bus stop at Vogue
· In spite of a call from a Cornwall Cllr in East Cornwall for the United Mines landfill site to be reopened, he has gained assurances from CC officers that this will categorically not happen
· He has agreed to spend some of his member’s budget on the build out on the junction of Fore St/Barracks Lane
· He is prepared to spend some of his member’s budget on renovating the public conveniences in the Tolgullow playing field and is seeking the PC’s opinion on this. He also wishes to know if the PC will be prepared to take over maintenance if they are renovated

RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

	RESOLVED that the minutes be confirmed as a true and correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman.

     8.	Matters arising
a.	Town regeneration
Flower bed, Church St. The Clerk reported that children and adults have met 3 times to clear and plant out the flower bed for Spring.
Buckingham Terrace gardens. Cllr Penny said that the remaining ash saplings will be removed shortly.
Town Clock. The Clerk said that he has been in touch with 4 contractors who are keen to tender for the work. One has inspected the building. A reply has been received from a CC Conservation Officer but that this had been almost 2 months later than promised and had only been sent after intervention from Cllr Kaczmarek. Cllr Newcombe said that he and Cllr Penny had inspected the clock mechanism and lubricated where necessary. It was thought to be in quite good condition.
Community Litter Pick. RESOLVED to hold a litter pick on Saturday 03rd December, meeting at 10 am in the Community Centre.
b. Footpaths
	Footpath 9. The Clerk reported that this path has been inspected by Dave Vincent (CC) and he does not feel that any repair work is warranted.
	Footpath 11. The landowner has started work on repairing the fence and will complete this in the New Year when he has further funds available.
	Tolgullow playing field. Dave Vincent has also inspected this path and has agreed that some work needs to be done and also that the bushes between the path and the wall need to be cut back.
c. Public transport & bus shelters
	Cllr Ross said that the buses cannot now stop opposite the Vogue bus shelter and that some people have been left there and the buses have driven past. It was agreed that, when the ‘flag’ is replaced on the bus stop further down, this should encourage people to wait there and the buses will be able to stop.
	There was also concern that the closure of Fore St in the week beginning 21st Nov will cause problems for buses which will then use Scorrier St and Telegraph St.
	RESOLVED to ask the police to put out signs and also to contact CC Transport section.
d. Community Network Panel
	There has been no meeting since the last PC meeting.
e. Wheal Jewell Play Area
	The Clerk said that the replacement equipment in the children’s play area has been installed and that Fresh Air Fitness has agreed to repair and repaint any of the fitness equipment suffering from rust. CC is waiting for prices for replacement grips and footrests
	It was also reported that one of the replacement pieces of equipment is too stiff to operate properly.
	RESOLVED to inform Paul Newing (CC).
f.	Affordable housing/parish housing survey
	The final draft has been produced and circulated.
RESOLVED to inform CC that the Parish Council does wish to be involved in a priority parish approach for assessing any affordable housing land offers which come forward.
g.	Geothermal Energy Project
	Cllr Trotter said that the initial funding to enable the project to start has been approved. These funds should also ease access to further funding.
	h.	St Day Community Centre
The Clerk said that he has received no reply from the Community Centre Management Committee. Cllr Nankivell said that a group has been formed by the Community Council to try to resolve the ownership problem and that the Parish Council will be contacted once this has been sorted. Cllr Nankivell agreed to follow up the matter of storage space in the Community Centre.
	i.	Neighbourhood planning
The Clerk has informed CC that the Parish Council cannot express a definite interest in producing a plan by the deadline they had set. He has been told that this was a deadline given by the government for funding for the first tranche. He contacted both Gwennap and Carharrack Parish Councils about attending a talk on forming a neighbourhood plan. Both were willing to attend but Gwennap said that they were hoping not to have to produce a plan. Carharrack has not heard about it. He also contacted Peter Whitehead of Planning Aid about giving a talk and was told that a series of talks was being put together at the moment and that they are to be aimed at groups of around 6 councils.
