Public Participation Session 

9 of the public present had attended to voice their objections to the proposed scheme by Sanctuary Housing to erect 18 affordable homes on land at the end of Chyrose Road. They were assured by the Chairman that their points would be considered if and when a planning application is received.

3 members of the public attended to explain the reasoning behind their objections to planning application number PA11/09033 for permission to run a campsite at Golden Tops, Busveal.

Cornwall Councillor’s report


Cllr Kaczmarek gave the following report:
· Greenbank, St Day Road. He said how sad he had been to hear of the recent fatality on this stretch of road and stressed how dangerous the road can be. He also stressed the importance of wearing high visibility clothes and walking on the correct side of the road at all times
· Bus sign, Vogue. The location has been given and this should be done shortly

· Planning application PA11/09033. He had met local residents and listened to their concerns and he had also spoken to the applicant, Mr Morgan. In discussion with the CC planning officer it appears that CC will be recommending refusal of the application

· New homes bonus. This has been used to bring empty homes back into use – 76 during this year – and this success has resulted in the bonus being increased by £1m+ for the next 6 years. He agreed to look into 2 further empty homes in St Day – the Co-op flat and the former chapel in Scorrier Street
· Bosawna Gardens. The developer of the properties hasn’t brought the road up to standard and CC will now use the developer’s bond to do the work early in the new year

· CC budget. A decision has to be made shortly on whether to accept an additional 2.5% from Central Government which will not go on the base budget or whether to increase the Council Tax by 2.5%.

Town regeneration

Cllr Newcombe said that the recent meeting at Lanner had focussed on the Localism Bill and local and national planning policy.
e. Wheal Jewell Play Area


The Clerk said that CC has agreed to try to ease the stiffness on the new piece of play equipment.
f.
Affordable housing/parish housing survey

Cllrs voiced concerns that Cornwall Council in its survey report had simply multiplied figures by 5 as there had been a 20% return. There was also a discussion about unfulfilled need, in particular the need for one-bedroom houses. It was also pointed out that approximately 50% of people wanting a house are in band E and therefore do not qualify.
RESOLVED to express concerns about the accuracy of the figures, especially for those wanting housing and the percentage of rented property.


g.
St Day Community Centre

The Clerk said that, after making a further enquiry, the management committee of the Community Centre has agreed that the Parish Council can continue to use the storage facilities in the committee room free of charge. There was no further news on the Parish Council’s offer to meet to discuss the future of the building.
h.
Quadbike racing, Higher Tolcarne Farm


The Clerk said that the police are unable to follow up malicious phone calls unless the person receiving them makes the complaint. He has forwarded copies of the Facebook pages to them and they are looking into that side of the matter. CC Footpaths will also be writing to the owner of the farm concerning the use of the bridleway. CC Environmental Health has spoken to neighbours and has asked them to monitor events. CC officers have also written to the farm owner advising him that future events will be monitored. They can do no more at the moment.
i. Funding of public convenience opening

CC has announced that it will continue to fund this during the 2012/13 financial year.

St Day & Carharrack Community School, grant funding for school trip


The Clerk said that the numbers on the trip are expected to be around 35 but that, after consulting Cllrs, it has been agreed to issue the grant cheque when the final number is known.

The Clerk explained that he had brought this letter to this meeting, rather than leaving it until November 2012, as the funding requested (£100) was needed for plants, seeds etc., for the coming spring.
RESOLVED to award a grant of £100.00.  Cllr Penny declared a personal interest in this matter and took no part in the decision.
d. from Homecroft surgery re improving facilities

The Clerk reported that the practice manager of the surgery has informed him that the partners are interested in updating the facilities in St Day and feel that a village of St Day’s size does warrant better facilities. At the moment they have no funds to provide this and feel that the Primary Care Trust would be unable to help either. They have offered to meet the Parish Council to see if a solution can be found.
RESOLVED to make enquiries at CC (Jody Jeffries) to see if a portion of the land at the end of Chyrose Road can be set aside for a small surgery.

RESOLVED also to offer to meet the partners at Homecroft surgery to discuss the matter further.

The Clerk reported that the enforcement officer dealing with the case is on sick leave and it has now been decided to issue the new enforcement notice that CC had intended to issue last February. He said that this is approximately the 7th officer who has dealt with the case since it was first raised 14 years ago.

RESOLVED to write to the Leader of Cornwall Council to inform him of the mismanagement in this case since January 1998. Also to ask him, under the Freedom of Information Act, for a breakdown of the costs incurred by the former Kerrier District Council and now Cornwall Council since then and to inform him that the Parish Council is considering contacting the local press to try to highlight this matter.

Traffic and roads


Cllr Penny said how sad he had been to hear of the fatal accident at Greenbank recently in which a resident of St Day had died. He expressed concern about how dangerous some local roads are for pedestrians and cyclists. It was agreed that the principle of providing a footpath from St Day to Redruth should be supported.
RESOLVED to write to CC to ask for details of accidents on the St Day – Redruth road and also on the B3298 from Scorrier.

RESOLVED also to ask the police if they have any ideas how safety on these two roads can be improved.
12. Meeting reports



St Day & Carharrack Community School. Cllr Dyer gave the following report:
· The Christmas Fair raised £350 which will be put towards a new camcorder

· Pupils helped out at a Christmas lunch for elderly residents in St Day

· Key Stage 2 pupils will be attending a local pantomime

· Key Stage 1 pupils will be having a Christmas party

· There is now a school football team which has played 3 matches and is very enthusiastic

· A large amount of work on the school building has taken place

· The school is looking for local community events to get involved in

Geothermal energy. Cllr Trotter said that, although the initial funding has been agreed, it could now take until the spring to receive the full details of the case officer and the funding conditions from the Regional Growth Fund. It will therefore be winter 2012/13 before drilling can start.

Mining Villages Regeneration Group. Cllr Penny said that the grant for the waymarkers on the Mineral Tramways paths is through and that the planning for sorting out the footpaths now needs to happen by the end of January, 2012. This should then be in place by the end of March. Cllr Newcombe said that each parish has agreed to contribute £500.00 and that up to £350.00 can be used within each parish to prepare routes. He said that photographs are also needed at difficult points along each route. Cllr Trotter said that she and Cllr Dyer have completed 2 of the 3 routes.

Cllr Newcombe said that the Historic Churchyards Group is still working on its website but that Stithians has had to withdraw its contribution at the request of the compiler.

Heartlands visit. Cllrs Newcombe and Trotter had attended but there was nothing of importance to report.
