	RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Cllr. G Ross and Cllr M Kaczmarek (CC).

  2.       	Declarations of Personal and Prejudicial Interests relating to items on the agenda and the details thereof

  3.       	Public Participation Session 
		A member of the public had attended to ask about PA10/06233 at Radjel Cottage, Pink Moors and the way in which the application had been dealt with by the Parish Council. He was very concerned about the new building on several counts – the way in which it overlooks other buildings, some of the materials used and also its position in relation to other nearby properties. Members explained the planning process and pointed out in particular that the Parish Council is not the planning authority but merely another consultee and that its opinions are often overlooked.
	Cllr Nankivell said that he had been approached by a member of the public about using the ‘smart water’ method to try to ensure that the Mills Bust in the Tolgullow playing field is marked and can therefore be more easily traced if stolen. It was pointed out that this is not the responsibility of the Parish Council but the Clerk agreed to make enquiries with CC to see if they have the facility for doing this.

	PC Church gave a report which said that there had been 17 police incident logs between 12 December 2011 and 09 January 2012 (17 in the same period last year). There had been 3 crimes during this period (11 last year) and these were for assault (2) and non crime child enquiry.

Cllr Newcombe said that the future of the bus services through St Day is uncertain after 01st March.

If the building is not a dwelling then it cannot be an ‘empty home’. The Clerk has pointed out to CC that 2308800149F in 1988 to convert the first floor of the building into a flat did take place. He has heard nothing since.

CC Enforcement has now served a Planning Contravention Notice, on 23rd December, and has promised to produce an options report and a timeline for progression by the end of January.

	Pra-sy-Gow stables, Ninnis. The Clerk said that he has been told by Kirsty Smith, CC Enforcement, that the case is still with the Legal dept at CC., but that she would keep the PC updated. He then wrote to Cllr. Kaczmarek to ask him to push the case along as it had been with the Legal dept since 30th June. Cllr Kaczmarek since found out that a Personal Circumstance Questionnaire was issued in December with a 21 day deadline; a prosecution will then follow if no reply is received and Kirsty Smith has, again, promised to keep the PC updated. The Clerk said that he is annoyed that, in spite of a promise to keep the PC updated, he has had to complain to Cllr Kaczmarek to find out any information.
